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The article is prepared within the framework of the round table discussion on the subject:
The European Social Charter: Possible Modernization Paths and is aimed at an analysis of opportunities
for further implementation and reformation of the social policy document that bears a doctrinal
character for the Old World. The author describes essential novelties fixed in the Charter and the 60-year
practice of the implementation thereof in national legal systems. Based on the example of the USSR and
the Russian Federation, the paper studies the issue of the influence of the Charter on the level of country
laws and opportunities for its further improvement.
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
