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The article is devoted to the problems of legal guarantee of the observance of the rights and freedoms
of people with disabilities, incl. the problem of their living in closed institutions and isolation from society.
According to the Federal Register of Disabled Persons, as of 01.01.2022, there are 11,33 million disabled
people in the Russian Federation, including 729 thousand disabled children, 279 thousand people live
in social protection institutions, including, 252 thousand citizens over 18 years old. For placement in
institutions for adults in 2021, 3391 people were in line, and 58 children for children.

The transition to a human rights model of disability based on a biopsychosocial approach involves the
transition from living for people with disabilities in closed specialized institutions to independent living.
Ensuring the protection of human rights and freedoms, as well as providing social protection to certain
categories of citizens, is becoming a key task in the internal policy of most states.

The creation of conditions that substitute for inpatient services for escort in ordinary places of
residence contributes to the socialization of people with disabilities and active inclusion in society.

The article examines the change in normative legal acts, in the context of changing the point of view of a
person with a disability as a full member of society. Reflection of the relationship between the transformation
of federal legislation and the standard of living of people with disabilities makes the article relevant.
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
