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The article is devoted to the consideration of the idea of social inclusion in the law of social security.
The author applies an interdisciplinary approach in order to determine the possibility and ways of using
the category of social inclusion for the purposes of studying the problems of social security relations.
The sociological categories of social inclusion and social exclusion allow us to look at the social
risk realized in the life of a citizen from the point of view of one of its independent consequences —
the rupture of social relations, in which such a person was and in which he is interested, and the lack of
real access to rights and the possibility of their realization in order to meet needs. In accordance with
the goals of social security and social protection, social inclusion is the result of their effective impact
on the life of a person. Contrary to the established opinion, in addition to the disabled, many other
categories of people need social inclusion, including the unemployed, the poor, people of retirement
and pre-retirement age who are subject to social exclusion with the objectification of social risks
in their lives. Social inclusion may be of interest in describing the principles of social security law and
the functions of social security. This suggests that the category of social inclusion can be used in research
in the field of social security law, especially on the effectiveness of legal mechanisms of social protection
and social security.
