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When deciding what rules should be applied on the merits of transboundary sports disputes, the Court of Arbitration for Sport in
Lausanne (CAS) is primarily guided by the lex sportiva rules contained in the statutes and regulations of international sports organizations
and the World Anti-Doping Code. In addition, the CAS resorts in its activities to norms of Swiss substantive law and conflict of laws principles
established in the Code of Sports-related Arbitration, as a result of which the CAS can also apply the substantive law of foreign States to
resolve a cross-border sports dispute.

The authors of the article illustrate their theses by examples from the CAS arbitration practice.
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
