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Along with match fixing, doping is recognized today as one of the most pressing problems in sports. However, neither scientists nor
practitioners have paid enough attention to studying the doping-related concerns associated with minor athletes. At the same time, the use
by minor athletes of substances and methods prohibited in sports cannot but raise worry, since doping at this age is known to cause addic-
tion to psychoactive substances, forms doping behavior of adult athletes in the future, and inevitably lead to serious negative consequences
for health. In 2016, the Russian Criminal Code was supplemented by Article 230 «Inducing an athlete to use substances and (or) methods
prohibited in sports», which stipulates increased liability for inducing minor athletes to use doping. However, its content draws just criticism
from professionals. A review of the criminal law standards shows that it does not solve the problem of preventing such negative phenomena.
In this regard, it is concluded that a special comprehensive national program is needed to combat doping of minors, as well as to develop
an independent criminal law standard that establish liability for these actions.
