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Actions, statements, and private life of professional athletes in general are permanently kept within the focus of public and media
attention. Recent media scandals involving Russian sports celebrities vividly demonstrate that the consequences of such high attention go far
beyond public gossips. Public coverage of details of athletes” private life often predetermines their career prospects, negatively affects their
reputation, limits their further professional opportunities and, as the result, causes serious damage to them. The necessity of the protection
of the athletes’ rights in such situations raises a number of issues concerning limits and the acceptable degree of interference with their
private life, the state’s role in ensuring the guarantees of private life and the proper balance between the freedom to impart information
and ideas (including the freedom of press), on the one hand, and the interests of a person whose private life goes into public domain,
on the other hand. The European Court of Human Rights addressed these and the adjacent questions on several occasions while examining
complaints about violations of the right to respect for private and family life. The Court, having faced a variety of situations of encroachment
upon the public persons’ reputation, has developed a set of principles and general approaches allowing to assess a certain case from
the standpoint of the European Convention.
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
