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This article is an attempt to identify the main organizational problems of Russian football at the professional, amateur and youth level
through the prism of financial law. Currently, most of all expenses for the life of football clubs, football infrastructure, football schools are
carried out at the expense of either budgetary sources or other public financial sources, which is quite natural, since without state funding, the
modern existence in Russia of sports in general and football in particular, impossible. To understand the legal mechanisms used to finance
football in Russia, it is necessary to study the practice of financing spending on football at all levels of its existence, which has developed
in certain regions of Russia. The paper concludes that in Russia there are no unified approaches to financing mechanisms for such a sports
direction as football.
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
