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Based on the General rule established in paragraph 1 of article 125 of the Civil code of the Russian Fed-
eration, public authorities enter into relations regulated by civil legislation on behalf of the Russian Federation
within their competence established by the relevant acts, defining the status of these bodies. Other entities on
behalf of the Russian Federation can act in the cases and manner prescribed by the regulations, by special order
(clause 3, article 125 of the civil code). However, currently, despite these provisions, the State may enter into a
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contractual relationship and through public institutions without special instructions. This situation arises due to the
fact that from the point of view of civil law in this form there are themselves public authorities. In this regard, it is
necessary to identify the civil and legal regulations limits their participation in relations regulated by civil legislation.
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
