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This article analyzes the problem of the high level of criminal criminality in the Trans-Baikal region on the eve
and during the initial period of the First World War. The degree of congestion of police officers in the period under
investigation, both in the administrative center of the region and in Transbaikalia in general, is determined. The
miscalculations of public authorities are revealed when determining the number of police officers in the Trans-Baikal
region. The discrepancy between the established number of the Trans-Baikal police and the needs of the region in
combating local crime is being proved.
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
