CONSTITUTIONALIZATION OF A SOCIAL CONTRACT IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION
AND FOREIGN STATES: A COMPARATIVE LAW ANALYSIS
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In the article, the author reinterprets the essence of the Public Contract, the doctrine of which was cited in the
works of the Western European thinkers of the Age of Enlightenment T. Hobbs, J. Locke, J.-Zh. Rousseau. As a material
expression of the Public Contract, the author considers the constitution of the state, which is adopted bilaterally by the
state and civil society.

The author compares the constitutions of the Russian Federation and foreign countries, including France, the
Federal Republic of Germany, Italy, the United States and others, and outlines the forms of constitutionalization related
to the methods for the adoption of constitutions. Separately, the author draws attention to the need for stability of
constitutional norms and institutions that play the role of the Public Contract.
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
