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After the end of the Caucasian War, part of the local population of the Caucasus continued to show hostility to
Russian influence. In many respects this was promoted by pan-Islamism, propaganda of which was conducted through
representatives of the Turkish committees. The elaboration of ideas of the national greatness of Muslims in parallel
expected the incitement of hatred towards other ethnic groups, primarily the Russians.
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
