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The article gives a general characteristics of the legal bases and the existing models of management of Rus-
sian agglomerations. The author suggests singling out such actually forming management models as: creation of
interregional management bodies, establishment of project offices (work groups), contractual model based on an
agreement between municipal structures, contractual model based on an agreement between government bodies of
the corresponding constituent entity of the Russian Federation and municipal structures; management of local self-
government bodies created as a result of aggregation of municipal structures, centralization of powers required for
the agglomeration development on the level of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation.
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
