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The article describes indications, advantages and disadvantages of the free mandate of the deputy as a
legal construct that reflects the relationship of the deputy with voters. A free mandate is matched with its historical
predecessor — the imperative mandate of the deputy, and also with the new phenomenon of party imperative
mandate. The conclusion about the need to recognize exactly free deputy mandate as a sign of parliamentarism,
because it creates the conditions for pluralism in the Parliament, forcing the deputy to search for the channels
of communication with voters and prevents excessive pressure on the deputy from political parties, pressure
groups and other stakeholders. Attention is drawn to the decisions of the European court of human rights and
of the constitutional authorities of the various countries, to protect the design of the free mandate of the deputy.
However, there is evidence of the desire of individual states to retain some elements of the imperative mandate
and also the debatable question about the benefits of using a particular type of parliamentary mandate.
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
