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This article analyses OECD recommendations determining requirements to the national strategy of the digital
government, and also its realization examples (best practices). The author estimates a possibility of the consideration
of these requirements in legal regulation of the digital government in Russia who isn’t an OECD member. The principle
of openness by default draws special attention; according to which the authorities have to take actions for bringing
information to society, and their activities are presumed to be open. Digital technologies significantly facilitate respect
for this principle. In general the observance assessment of OECD requirements in the Russian legislation has allowed to
reveal problem zones of the Russian digital government policy, and also to state a double position of Russia: if digitaliza-

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tion of public services is being carried out quite successfully, concerning many other positions we think still about elec-
tronization. The legislation assessment from the point of view of its contribution to the digital government advance could
become one of possible decisions. The elucidated advantages, existing gaps and common problems allow drawing a
conclusion on usefulness of OECD recommendations and on expediency to orient to them Russian policy in this sphere.
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
