In this connection, the
understanding of the preamble as an inalienable element of modern normative legal acts and especially of the constitution
as an excessive and insignificant phenomenon is deeply erroneous. This approach seems to us to be wrong, because the
preamble of the Constitution is the soul of the constitution, reflecting its historical, political, ideological and ideological
essence. The preamble of the constitution allows to confirm and reveal the meaning of the entire constitution in terms of a
certain system of coordinates, meanings and meanings. The preamble of the Constitution is that attribute of legal matter,
its property, or more precisely — the principle that fills the law as a whole with one or another world view and spirituality.
