Due to Severe deficiencies in resources, 20 % of non-explored world
deposits of hydrocarbons in the Arctic Region is the main priority for this country. That is why China promotes development
of programs of bilateral and multilateral cooperation with the northern states on the exploration of the Arctic resources,
develops trade and economic relations with large Arctic states, creates its own ice-breaking fieet.
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
