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The Constitution of the Russian Federation does not define the structure of bodies of local self-government. Thus,
the principle of separation of powers, relevant at the federal level, is not demanded to be implemented at the municipal
level. The article considers doctrinal views on the issue of applying the principle of separation of powers to the structure of
municipal bodies. The separation of municipal power into a representative (norm-setting) and executive-administering ones
does not interfere with its autonomous functioning. Therefore, the authors conclude, the structure of local self-government
system in its present-day state is organized in accordance with the idea of separation of powers.
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
