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The article is dedicated to an analysis of the legal base regulating the arrangement and activities of the education
management authorities in the Russian Empire in the XIX century. The need for improvement of the education
management system in the modern conditions, which is impossible without consideration of the historical experience
determines the relevant character of the research. The author focuses on the issue of implementation of the adopted
provisions based on the statutory acts regulating the education system activities in the XIX century. The research has
revealed that a number of statutory acts did not cover the whole territory of the country. The continuous border territory
development process hindered timely implementation of the adopted provisions. The author concludes that the spatial
factor has predetermined the adoption of special statutory acts effective on the Empire suburbs. The author notes that
special laws were replaced by empire-wide provisions on the suburban territory integration.
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
