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The article considers some forms of interaction between the head of state and the Federal Assembly within the

framework of the legislative process, analyzes the legal positions of the constitutional Court of the Russian Federation on
the duty of the President of the Russian Federation to sign the adopted Federal law in case of overcoming the presidential
veto by the legislative chambers.
