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In this article, the issues of cross-sectoral interaction between the state, business and society in the realization of
educational policy in the Republic of Karelia are investigated. The novelty of the research is that in science, the role of the
third sector in the implementation of social policy in the country or in a single subject of the Russian Federation is primarily
studied. Thus, the activity of non-governmental businesses remains outside the scope of the study. The author considers
that the sphere of secondary general education is one of the most important directions of the state’s social policy. Parents of
senior pupils and school leavers are motivated in qualitative preparation for uniform state examinations. This raises the need
for additional educational services on a fee-paying basis. As a result of research into the activities of commercial educational
organizations in Karelia, the author comes to the conclusion that their share in the cross-sectoral interaction within the
framework of educational policy in the region is small. The dominance of the first sector in education does not contribute to
normal inter-sectoral relations between the state, business and society.
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
