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EXPEDIENCY OF OUTSOURCING OF STATE SERVICES
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The article deals with the transfer of public services (outsourcing) in terms of expediency. It is concluded that in
some cases the transfer of public functions to private individuals adversely affects the process and the result of the
implementation of services, which ultimately affects the quality of services, the authority of the state. Some examples
from foreign experience and opinions of leading foreign scientists are given.
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
