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In the article the transformation of the image of Russia is investigated. The author studies State of the Na-
tion Addresses of the Russian President from 1994 to 2019. We study the opinion of the head of state about
the status of the Russian Federation and its role in international practices through the formation of images of
‘friends’ and ‘enemies’. In the 1990s Yeltsin laid the basic understanding of Russia as a Strong and unified state.
The first President referred the ‘friends’ to the friendly countries. He identified the enemy both internal and exter-
nal. Since the 2000s Russia’s image as a strong and united country continues to take root in the mass conscious-
ness. However, now the countries that are ‘friends’ are the same states with which relations were established in
the 1990s. But the image of the ‘enemy’ is transferred only to external parties threatening the sovereignty of the
Russian Federation. As a result, the author believes that the international situation in the world determines the
policy of the President of the Russian Federation. Consequently, the image of Russia as a great world power with
original historical traditions is taking root in the minds of citizens.
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
