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The article analyzes the impact of a single day of voting on the state of the party system in Russia. A single day of voting
is an advantage for the major political parties. Factors that favour the receipt of high results by large parties on a single day
of voting are the possession of significant financial and other resources, the availability of state funding for these parties,
the exemption from the obligation to collect signatures in support of the nomination of candidates. The author comes to the
conclusion that the transition to a single day of voting was one of the key prerequisites that contributed fo the formation of the
party system in Russia with a dominant party and several large political parties with factions in the State Duma and represented
in the legislative assemblies of the majority of the Russian Federation.
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
