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This article discusses the organization and functioning of local government in the municipality of Copenhagen
in the Kingdom of Denmark. The characteristic features inherent in the development of local self-government in the
Scandinavian country are analyzed. Two reforms of local self-government carried out in Denmark are being analyzed.
Particular attention is paid to the development of the foundations of local self-government from the activities of
the Church, namely from the Church parishes. It is shown that municipalities are economically independent and
the level of subsidies from the state is minimal. In the Kingdom of Denmark, local governments are decentralized.
Special attention is paid to the programs implemented in the municipality. The system of local self-government in
the capital region is considered in detail through the prism of time. Special emphasis is placed on the competence
of local authorities and the presence of several mayors. The activities of the Lord mayor and his interaction with local
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authorities in General as a special position in the Kingdom of Denmark, special financial control and the scale of local
government as the main driving force for the development of Copenhagen are analyzed. Thus, this article raises the
problem of consolidation of regions, the problem of the Genesis of local government in Scandinavia, evaluates the
positive experience of Denmark in the development of local government.
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
