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In the article provides a brief analysis of the constitutional legal basis of the legal status of the head of state
in the CIS countries, in particular, such characteristics as the volume and term of office, the fact of the presence
or absence of a limit on the number of re-elections, and at the same time existing, both de jure and facto
mechanisms for the transfer of power. The authors conclude that when examining the institution of presidency,
one should proceed not from the “democratization” or “authoritarianization” position, but from the positions of
institutionalization and stabilization. The article also reviewed the “Leader of the Nation” institute. The authors
adhere to the position that the establishment of the “Leader of the Nation” institute and the consolidation of the
rules regarding one person in these cases clearly demonstrate the deinstitutionalization of the presidency as an
institution, its transformation into a personal government — the institutionalization of personalism.
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
