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The article is devoted to the study of a number of constitutional and administrative-legal problems associated
with the organization of executive power at the federal level, in the subjects of the Federation and municipalities.
The author argues that the traditions of individual government oblige fo a certain personification of power, which
forces the state to institutionalize the highest officials of the subjects of the Russian Federation and the heads
of municipalities. However, this personification should be balanced not only through the collegial and elected
representation of the people, but also the multi-structural composition of the executive bodies of general and
special competence. Sole rule in a democratic society in general should be, if possible, excluded or, at least,
substantially limited by law. Otherwise, there are unfavorable conditions for the concentration of power, use for
personal purposes to the detriment of the public purpose of the state and its territorial entities.
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
