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The author investigates the criteria of differentiation of subjects into private and public, used in the science of
administrative law. The possibility of using civil law categories in assessing the publicity of subjects of administrative law is
analyzed. It is concluded that it is expedient to differentiate the legal tools used in various branches of law to assess the legal
status of entities involved in the relevant sectoral legal relations. In connection with the involvement of entities that are not
public authorities in the implementation of publicly important functions, in connection with the allocation of such entities with
public authority, there is a need to develop new approaches to the classification of subjects of administrative law.
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
