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On the anniversary, the 25th, year from the date of adoption of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the prospects
for further constitutional development of Russia are discussed in the scientific community and among law enforcers. Recall
that the Constitution of the Russian Federation is relatively young among the majority of the existing constitutions of other
states. Thus, developing the constitutional norms on local self-government in 1993, its authors had the opportunity to take
into account the positive foreign experience in the legal regulation of local self-government, including international norms
that reinforce the basic democratic principles of local government organization (for example, the European Charter of Local
Self-Government). The Constitution of the Russian Federation not only recognized and consolidated local self-government
as one of the foundations of the constitutional system, but also singled out the norms on local self-government in a separate,
eighth chapter.
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In 1993, the Constitution of the Russian Federation established the purpose of activity and the territorial organization
of local self-government (Art. 18, 32, 33, 130), the right of citizens to local self-government and guarantees for its
implementation (Art. 133), the competence of local self-government on certain issues (Art. 132). In order to establish the
feasibility of constitutional reform of local self-government in Russia, the article sounded the main problems of constitutional
regulation of local self-government in Russia.

The incompatibility of the requirements of constitutional norms to the actual state of affairs in this area arises in practice,
prompts to Seek a solution to this issue, again turning to foreign experience of constitutional and legal regulation and analyzing
constitutional norms enshrining local government in the constitutions of various States using the comparative legal research
method.

As a result of a comparative analysis of the constitutional consolidation of local self-government in various countries, the
author questions the need to change or revise the Constitution of the Russian Federation in order to change the constitutional
norms on local self-government, make them more thorough and detailed, and thereby improve the position of local self-
government in Russia.
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
