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The reasons for the introduction of direct state funding of political parties were the reduction in the number of
party members, which led to a decrease in revenues in the form of membership fees, increased costs associated with
the professionalization of elections, the introduction of marketing and advertising technologies in election campaigns,
the threat of financial dependence of political parties on business. It is noted that the introduction of public funding was
influenced by the transition from mass political parties to inclusive, which led to a weakening of the role of ideology and
the crisis of political parties. Also important is the revision of views on the role of political parties in the political system
of society — awareness of their social and legal component.

Depending on the amount of public funding in the income structure, three models of political party funding have
been developed in continental Europe: public funding, private funding and balanced funding, the first of which has
become predominant.
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
