THE POLITICAL AND LEGAL STATUS OF STATES ACTUALLY POSSESSING NUCLEAR WEAPON
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The author examines the features of status of de-facto nuclear-weapon States for the development of the nuclear
non-proliferation regime. There are studied the reasons why the states that de-facto possess nuclear weapons refuse to
recognize the rules of the nuclear non-proliferation regime to be outside the legal field of this regime. The author came
fo the conclusion that securing the legal status of nuclear-weapon States in the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons of 1968 would strengthen this area of international security, since it would allow monitoring the situation in
these states, which are simultaneously conflict areas. It is determined the importance of bridging this gap in this area of
international security for Russia as a guarantor of the security of the nuclear non-proliferation regime.
