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The article is devoted to the study of the problem of the ratio of responsibility and independence in the system
of local self-government. The author substantiates the conclusion that the representative bodies of municipalities, the
heads of municipalities and local administrations do not have absolute discretion, their activities are secured and bound
by law. The opinion is argued that the constitutional state relies on the concept of a free mandate. Only a free mandate
ensures the “responsible” behavior of deputies and elected officials. The constitutional principle of autonomy of munici-
palities to address local issues suggests that municipalities can not have competing competence with the subjects of
the Federation. This supports not only the thesis of the “autonomy” of municipalities, but also their “responsibility” with
respect to the issues they resolve autonomously outside the intervention of state authorities. It is possible to distinguish
between powers and specific competence, under certain circumstances — also rights, duty and responsibility, but the
most important factor should not be excluded: unity of the goals and objectives of all public authority: to ensure peace,
security, public order, welfare of citizens and sustainable social economic development of the territories, which would
guarantee the quality of living standards of Russians.
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
