Review of Appeals of Citizens as an Element of the Constitutional Law Mechanism of Implementation
of the Constitutional Right to Appeal
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The realization of the constitutional right to appeal is a relatively long process and a complex
constitutional and legal phenomenon that requires a certain set of social, legal, organizational and
other conditions, institutions and means. Meanwhile, the authors do not study all the elements of the
relevant constitutional and legal mechanism, but only one stage of the constitutional and legal procedure
for the implementation of the constitutional right to appeal — the stage of direct consideration of
appeals. The authors conclude: the mandatory review of appeals, subject to compliance by the applicant
of the conditions to the form of treatment; that there are four stages of consideration of references of
citizens (the receipt and registration of applications, preliminary and main examination); on the lack of
normative regulation of the procedure of consideration of addresses of citizens and excessive regulation of
the order of their registration. Justified and proposed for normative consolidation the following principles
of consideration of references of citizens: the mandatory adoption of applications, the necessity of
consideration of references, objectivity of the review, comprehensiveness of review, timeliness of
consideration, obligation of informing the process of consideration, legality of consideration of the application
and be bound by his consent in the presence of bases and possibilities.
