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Legal Bases of Superpresidency in the Russian Federation: New Constitutional Changes

The paper reveals some of the powers of the head of the Russian state after the adoption of amendments to
the Constitution. Possible legal challenges in the sphere of expanding the powers of the President of the Russian
Federation are identified, which may lead to an imbalance in the system of functioning of the rule of law in the
triad of branches of government. Some conclusions are proposed to improve the institution of the Presidency.
The trends of systematic expansion of the powers of heads of state are defined. There is a tendency to weaken
the Executive and judicial power.
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
