The Role of Regions in Polycentric Environmental Management: Problem Setting

A centralized (‘monocentric’) management model, which involves decision-making by one entity, does not
contribute to the integrated solution of environmental problems. The modern model of public administration
in the field of ecology does not take into account the presence of many self-regulatory institutions. The article is
devoted to theoretical issues of implementing a polycentric model of environmental management. Particular
attention is paid to the role of regions. According to the authors, the scientific understanding of the
phenomenon of polycentric control and the conditions under which this model can lead to the desired results is
a long overdue task, the solution of which depends on the sustainable development of our state.
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
