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The article draws attention to the fact that under the current legislation, local self-
government bodies carry out a large amount of social obligations, both at the municipal
and state levels. At the same time, many state social obligations of local self-government
organizations have to be assumed out of humane considerations because of the need to
make urgent decisions in relation to people who find themselves in a difficult life situation.
Basically, these problems are caused by the order of budget financing, oriented not on the
state social standard of living standards, but on abstract standards of estimated budget
security. It is concluded that the balance of constitutional protected prices-values — the
independence of local self-government as public authority closest to the population and
focused in particular on the tasks of the social state, on the one hand, and Garan-
trovandosi equally to all citizens social rights regardless of the territory of a municipal
formation they live, on the other, implies functional integration, where the independence
of local government should serve primarily social interests of citizens.
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
