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The article analyzes the reasons why the texts of the basic laws of Russia at different historical stages did
not reflect the norms that consolidate the foundations of the legal status of political parties. The subject of the
research is the content of the Basic state laws of the Russian Empire of 1906, the constitutions of the Soviet
period, the Constitution of the Russian Federation of 1993 and its various projects in terms of regulation of
issues related to the creation and activities of political parties. It is concluded that little attention to political
parties in the Constitution of the Russian Federation in 1993 is associated with the balance of political forces,

underdevelopment of the party system during the development and adoption of the Constitution.
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
