Presidential Power as an Independent Branch of Government

The article examines the issues of presidential power in the system of state authorities of Russia and
its correlation with the constitutional principle of separation of powers. By results of studying of different
scientific statements about the place and role of the President of the Russian Federation, it is shown that with
respect to the classical triad of the separation of powers into legislative, Executive and judicial branches of
government, the President, as head of state, occupies a special place.
