Social Competence of Local Self-Government: The Establishment and Content
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The article analyzes the significance of the social competence of local self-government, examines the
latest history of its formation, evaluates its content. The correlation of issues of local importance and the
powers of local self-government bodies is analyzed, the competence of each type of municipal formations is
examined, as well as blocks of issues related to the social competence of local self-government. The author
comes to the conclusion that excessive use of the mechanism of delegation of authority, as well as the need for
formally voluntary (actually forced) execution of social powers by local government leads to the degradation
of municipal democracy and, as a consequence, a decrease in the social responsibility of local governments
to the population. It is proposed to shift the research emphasis from the controversial term “municipal
social policy” to analyzing the mechanism for realizing social rights, which will promote more consistent
implementation of the constitutional principles of the social state and the priority of human and citizen rights
and in social practice. The basic measure of social development is the realization of the social rights of citizens,
the effectiveness of such implementation, especially in the eyes of the population, when the policy of public
authority itself will focus on the realization of the social rights of citizens, and not on financial savings and the
resulting “optimization” of the social sphere.
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
