Constitutional Law Aspects of Exercising of the Right to Self-Determination of Russian Peoples

Guruev Dzhamal K., Associate Professor of the Department of History of State and Law of the Dagestan State
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Today, one of the problems discussed is the issue of self-determination of peoples and the limits of its implementation
in various countries. The circumstances surrounding the recognition of the independence of Abkhazia, Kosovo, and South
Ossetia have brought about a new wave of discussions. This issue gained particular attention after the Republic of Crimea
and Sevastopol became part of Russia, which was the reason for the resumption of heated discussions on this topic in the
international community. Also, attention is paid to the analysis of approaches to the definition of this concept by different
legal scholars. Separately considered the term “self-determination”.

Russian law provides peoples with ample opportunities to exercise their right to self-determination. However, in practice,
ethnic groups may encounter a number of difficulties, but the main thing is to proceed from a correct assessment of their own
capabilities and the surrounding reality.

The main task of the state is to improve legislation in order to ensure the realization of ethnic rights and to provide real
assistance in finding a compromise between ethnic and public interests.

Realization of the right of the people of Russia to self-determination is not the way to the collapse of the state, but, on
the contrary, to strengthening its integrity, ensuring the creation of favorable conditions for the preservation and development
of all the peoples living in it.
