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The article explores some of the pressing problems of constitutional law science related to the implementation of
the constitutional right to access service in government and local governments. The legislator has maintained a lifelong,
unconditional and undifferentiated ban on judicial, prosecutorial, investigative and police activities in cases of not only
previous convictions, but also criminal prosecution and its subsequent termination due to a number of circumstances. Such
an approach, according to the author, significantly limits the constitutional right of citizens to equal access to public service.
But it has a reasonable and objective justification. Persons who are called upon to combat crime should not be themselves
related to crime, even if this fact has not been established in a judicial proceeding.
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
