The main subject of research in this article is the trial “Bismarck V. University Professor Mommsen”, which reflects the
political struggle in the Parliament over the adoption of the law on tariffs-protective duties that sharply restricted German
imports of grain products, steel and cast iron. This law caused opposition between the liberal and conservative parties, and
the representatives of their interests were the figures of Bismarck and the Deputy Professor Mommsen. The author proves
that in a legal dispute between two individuals, Germany’s choice of a path of development — liberal open or administrative

closed — was decided.
