Constitutionalism as a Constituent Part of the Principle of Supremacy of Law
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The article analyzes a relatively new component of the rule of law principle — constitutionalism. Constitutionalism is
considered as based on the recognition of the supremacy of the constitution, the political and legal regime, the state system or
the political system, as well as the doctrine of the values of the constitution, as a requirement to ensure the supremacy of the
constitution in the current legislation of the country. The development of constitutionalism is associated with the processes of

constitutionalization, involving the implementation in the special industry legislation of the basic general legal values of the
constitution. Particular attention is paid to the recognition of the importance of constitutional justice, as well as the theory

of "unconstitutional constitutional changes" in terms of guaranteeing the values of constitutionalism. The problem of the

so-called global crisis of constitutionalism is touched upon, while the author’s position is connected with the need to protect

the postulates of constitutionalism. The general conclusion is made that constitutionalism enriches the principle of the rule

of law, helps to stabilize the legal system, and to the greatest extent ensure the “fairness” of legislative regulations.
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
