Topical issues of the development of the socio-legal system of closed administrative-territorial entities
(ZATOs), including their local authorities, are considered as a structural component of the state mechanism operating in
the field of maintaining the country's defense capability.

The historical and legal continuity of this socio-legal system with close legal status governing bodies of closed
settlements that existed in previous periods of Russian history, in particular, with governing bodies of closed cities and
towns, as well as closed and isolated military towns of the USSR, is substantiated.

The problematic questions identified by the author are revealed using the dialectical method of comparative historical
analysis and the theory of socio-legal constructions.

The author proposes specific organizational and legal measures aimed at increasing the efficiency of the functioning of
the socio-legal system of ZATO and its further development.
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
