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The First Step in the Establishment of a Statutory Model of the Public Soviet State: Issues and
Meaning for Modern Russia (on the Example of the ational Constitutional Legislation)

The proposed article analysed the draft Constitution of 1964 as an ideal model of a public state, which
was not meant to become a model of normative. Attention is drawn to two aspects within the
framework,

which revealed some subjective factors, which did not allow at the beginning of the way to regulate the
basic characteristics of the national state: the technology of creation and legal and technical peculiarities
of the text of the project. The study was built within the framework of a materialistic approach, and
general, popular and private scientific methods of knowledge were used. As the name suggests, substantial
attention has been paid to modelling. Special attention was paid to the system methodology with elements
of legal hermeneutics and, of course, the historical method. The main result of the research should be
considered the establishment of the fact that despite significant achievements in public life the first step
towards the formation of a normative model of the national Soviet state was never taken until the late
1960s. Not only objective conditions, But the combination of subjective factors, in particular problems
with the text of the Draft and the procedure for its incorporation into the legal framework, led to: That the
national Soviet state was constitutionally formalized only in 1977. In functional and institutional terms,
the 1964 draft Constitution became the basis for the legal organization of a new type of state, including
modern Russia.
