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The relevance of this work is that in modern conditions the problem of environmental degradation can
have a significant impact on most areas of human life — through the impact on production activities, supply
chains and markets. According to experts, five of the most threats in the next ten years and three of the five
most dangerous risks for humanity are related to climate change and natural disasters. Damage to nature
from economic activity can no longer be considered an ‘external factor’, natural losses simultaneously have a
significant impact on all spheres and are an immediate and non-linear risk to our future collective economic
security. To identify existing environmental risks and threats to the Russian economy, the author analyzed
the current state of the Russian economy and our country's position in the world economic space. A few key
environmental risks and threats that could have a significant impact on the economy of the Russian Federation
were also identified. As a result of the research, the author came to the conclusion that in order to develop
reliable environmental adaptation strategies, including the creation of climate-protected infrastructure and the
expansion of public and private financing of projects aimed at minimizing emerging environmental risks and
threats, it is necessary to consolidate efforts on the part of authorities, society and business.
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
