On Some Requirements for Candidates to State Offices as an Opportunity of Exercising the Civil Right
to Govern the State
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The article is devoted to the opportunities for citizens of the Russian Federation to exercise their right to

govern the state by holdinF state positions, that is, state positions of the Russian Federation, public service
positions. The article analyzes the formal conditions that allow a citizen to apply for these positions, in

particular, age restrictions, educational qualifications, and requirements regarding the inability to have
citizenship of another state. Special attention is paid to such an assessment category, which is necessary in
order to be able to replace certain positions of the state, as the integrity of the reputation. The article contains
proposals to amend a number of Federal laws, as well as the draft law of the Russian Federation proposed by
the President of the Russian Federation on an amendment to the Constitution of the Russian Federation ‘On
improving the regulation of certain issues of the organization of public power’.
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
