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With the beginning of aggressive military action by Nazi Germany and its allies in 1941, were made
significant changes in the organization of the judicial activities in the Soviet Union, which made it possible
to stabilize the system of adjudication in wartime without changing its fundamental pillars, enshrined in the
Law on the judicial system of the USSR, Union and Autonomous republics of 16 August 1938. The solution of
this problem, among other things, became possible thanks to the publication of the Decree of the Presidium
of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR of June 22, 1941, approving “the Regulations on military tribunals in
areas declared under martial law and in areas of military operations”. This article considers some components
of normative legal regulation, judicial practice and methodological generalizations of the first war years that
determine the features of the organization of legal proceedings of this period. The crucial importance of the
activity of judicial officers in achieving The victory of 1945 is proved.
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
