Are a High-Alert Mode and Subsequent Limitations of Rights and Freedoms Introduced Lawfully
in the Constituent Entities of the Russian Federation?

This article discusses the legality of the introduction of a high-alert regime, as well as the subsequent
restrictions on the rights and freedoms of citizens and organizations, in connection with the coronavirus
pandemic (COVID 19) on the territory of the subjects of the Russian Federation.
Based on the analysis of the existing legislation, the author concludes that at the time of making the relevant
decisions, the legal grounds for this were not available to the state authorities of the subjects.
