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The Kingdom of the Netherlands is one of the first European countries to develop and implement a program
for the integration of foreigners. For a long time, the country's policy was based on the principle of
multiculturalism. Under this principle, state support was offered to institutions and organizations created by
migrants to preserve and develop their cultural and religious identity. Subsequently, this support was reoriented
to the concept of civil integration, the purpose of which was to assimilate migrants into society. This article
examines the impact of stricter integration criteria on changing policy priorities in terms of granting citizenship.
Naturalization was seen as a way to encourage foreigners who had successfully adapted to society. Foreigners who
live in the Netherlands are guaranteed rights, but the crisis of social statehood, stricter internal migration controls
and the fight against terrorism have led to a significant reduction in guarantees for those who are in the country
illegally or are seeking asylum.
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
