Local Self-Government in Russia from the Standpoint of the Local Community: A Historical and Legal View
of Modern Issues
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and Self-Government of the Moscow Region State University, LL.D., Associate Professor

The problem of unity and differentiation of state power and local self-government from the position of
interests of local communities is analyzed. The analysis was carried out from the standpoint of historical and legal
understanding of the change in the source of power in society and, as a result, the role of local self-government.
It is concluded that the theoretical and practical significance of the autonomy of local self-government is maximal in the
conditions of a feudal or absolutist state when the head and source of power was the head of state (region). Today, the scope
of local self-government autonomy is limited by the highest value of the rights of citizens and society, and the interaction
of all public authorities in the interests of the population has become Russia's constitutional priority since 2020.
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
